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SPARTANBURG, S.C.--(Business Wire)-- 
The Coca-Cola Company and United  
Resource Recovery Corporation (URRC) 
jo ined government leaders and                  
environmental experts today to celebrate the 
grand opening of the world`s largest plastic 
bottle-to-bottle recycling plant in           
Spartanburg, S.C. As part of the celebration, 
Coca-Cola announced the launch of a multi-
million dollar marketing effort supporting 
recycling called "Give it Back." "Today we 
turn our commitments into action as we 
mark a key milestone in our goal to recycle 
and reuse 100 percent of our bottles and cans 
in the U.S. and ensure the sustainability of 
our packaging," said Sandy Douglas,         
president of Coca-Cola North America. "The 
opening of the Spartanburg plant, coupled 
with our investment in recycling businesses, 
programs and a new marketing effort, under-
scores our belief that our packaging has 
value and we want it back - both for our own 
supply chain and to support the myriad of 
other uses for recycled aluminum and plas-
tic." When fully operational, the plant will       
produce approximately 100 million pounds 

of food-grade recycled PET plastic each 
year - the equivalent of nearly two billion 
20-ounce Coca-Cola bottles. Recycling PET 
for reuse yields significant environmental 
benefits. Over the next ten years the plant 
will prevent the release of one million   
metric tons of carbon dioxide emissions - 
the equivalent of removing 215,000 cars 
from the road. In addition to environmental 
benefits, the 30-acre Spartanburg plant has 
created 100 new jobs in the local            
community. "We have been working with 
Coca-Cola for more than 10 years to help 
accelerate the development and             
commercialization of new, sustainable    
recycling technology," said Carlos 
Gutierrez, president of United Resource 
Recovery Corporation (URRC). "Today, we 
are not only proud to be part of the opening 
of the largest plant of its kind in the world, 
but also hopeful that Spartanburg can serve 
as an example of how investing in recycling 
infrastructure can have both environmental 
and economic benefits."

CRA would like to congratulate Stephanie Lewis, on 
being promoted to the position of Director for the      
Operation Services Department of Brunswick County, 
NC in January.  
 
Stephanie is an outstanding member of CRA’s Board of 
Directors, and has been a tireless volunteer for CRA’s 
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burial. Another 14,122 tons were taken out of County by 
various private haulers for burial elsewhere.    
 
Scott Mouw, Community Recycling Chief for North 
Carolina said, “Orange County has shown tremendous 
leadership, creativity, and tenacity in working to reduce 
its waste stream.  It has set the gold standard for the 
state in the breadth and effectiveness of its many        
recycling programs, which give the county’s citizens 
almost every possible opportunity to participate in    
sustainable solutions to our waste problems.” 
  
County Solid Waste Planner Blair Pollock said, “Most 
people equate waste reduction with recycling. While  
recycling is important, reducing what we consume in the 
first place and reusing where we can are also important 
components of our success. Industry continues to      
produce lighter weight containers, paper stock and    
packaging which also contribute to the reduction.  The 
citizens and businesses of Orange County are to be    
congratulated for their enthusiasm for recycling and 
waste reduction. They make it happen and we continue 
to progress towards the County goal of 61% waste     
reduction.” 

 
For the fiscal year 2007-08, Orange 
County landfilled 0.68 tons per     
person or only half as much when 
compared to the base year of   
measurement 1991-92 when 1.36 
tons were disposed of. This 50% 

reduction rate is the County’s best to date and was the 
best in North Carolina last year followed closely by 
Stokes County at 49%.  The County’s goal is 61%.  It 
surpassed the state goal of 40% waste reduction per     
person in 2002.  Overall, waste buried per person in 
North Carolina has increased 16% since the waste      
reduction goal was set for the state in1993. 
  
According to the State Division of Waste Management, 
86,300 tons of waste landfilled in 2007-08 originated in 
Orange County. That tonnage included not only house-
hold and business waste but also construction debris. By 
state law, even if waste is buried elsewhere, the hauler 
must declare the origin of the load and it’s counted 
against each County in calculating waste reduction rates.  
The County landfill accepted 55,422 tons of municipal 
solid waste and 16,756 tons of construction waste for 

The CRA held their very first CRA Markets Forum meeting 
on January 15th, 2009 in Chapel Hill, NC.  This was a well 
attended event that generated a great deal of excitement for 
the CRA and the members in attendance.  The purpose of this 
forum was to gather members and non-members in the State 
that are concerned about or have been affected by the recent 
downturn in the recycling markets.  The meeting covered   
information from leading experts in the recycling industry, 
including Jerry Powell from Resource Recycling.  Matt 
Ewadinger from DPPEA was on hand to help moderate the 
meeting.   
 
Many in the group wanted to discuss specific market trends; 
others were more interested in legislative activities that could 
help the recycling industry.  All of the participants left feeling 
they had learned a great deal and they felt the CRA was  
heading in the right direction by forming the new Markets & 
Policy Council.  Most everyone joined the new council and 
most everyone offered to sit on the steering committee for the 
new Council.                                                                            

A second Markets Forum Meeting was held on February 26th, 
2009 at the SC Association for Counties in Columbia, SC.  
This meeting was very well attended and we hope that it will 
be as  beneficial to the members that came and contributed to 
the meeting.

Kids loved “The Stomp”, the bottle and can-smashing 
‘n recycling activity performed to our version of “Let’s All Do the 
Hop”.  Admittedly,  applying “Born to   Recycle” tattoos non-stop 
for hours that day would have been more tiresome were it not for 
the extra volunteer help we had! 
 
Weary as we found ourselves by December, we had a few boosts 
throughout the year that helped to re-energize us  -  the 2007 CRA 
Volunteer Leadership  Award … a new member … a large  anony-
mous donation and the many times that folks said, “Thanks for the 
work you do.”

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The Recycling Industry Group is working with   
representatives of the Recycling Market Development 
Advisory Council, Carolina Recycling Association 
(CRA), Clemson University, and the S.C. Department 
of Motor Vehicles to apply and  develop a specialized 
recycling license plate.  
 
The CRA has committed to assist the effort and pay 
the fee needed for the application process for the    
specialized plate. Revenue generated from the sale of 
the plates will be utilized to reimburse the CRA and 
additional funds will be utilized to assist businesses 
with recycling equipment such as balers and bins. 
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Southeastern Petroleum  
 
The South Carolina Department of Commerce and Chester County         
announced that Southeastern Petroleum will locate its new manufacturing 
facility in Chester County. The approximately $30 million investment is 
expected to bring 24 new jobs to Chester County. Southeastern Petroleum 
is a green manufacturer of base oils used in the production of lubricants. 
The company expects to produce up to 10 million gallons annually from 
their new Chester County facility. Pesco-Beam is also planning to create a     
research and development component at the location of the new facility.  
 
MetalTech Systems  
 
The South Carolina Department of Commerce and Georgetown County 
announced that MetalTech Systems of South Carolina will open a new 
manufacturing facility in Georgetown County. MetalTech Systems will 
manufacture conveyor systems for the recycling industry, which will be 
sold to private waste management companies and municipalities. The  
company will invest approximately $4 million dollars and create 60 new 
jobs as a result of the investment.  
 
CMC Steel  
 
The South Carolina Department of Commerce, Lexington County and the 
Central S.C. Alliance announced that CMC Steel South Carolina will     
expand its operating facility in Cayce, S.C. CMC Steel will invest          
approximately $29.5 million to grow its steel mill in Lexington County.  
The investment is the first large-scale expansion at the facility since 1998. 
The mini-mill provides a number of steel products, including rebar, angles, 
channels, rounds, flats, squares and billets to customers throughout the 
Southeast.  
 
Nucor Steel  
 
The South Carolina Department of Commerce, Darlington County       
Economic Development Partnership and Nucor Corporation announced the 
company's plans to invest $45 million over the next five years at its Nucor 
Steel South Carolina Steel Mill located in Darlington, South    Carolina. 
The project will include improvements to the existing steel mill facility 
such as upgraded equipment in the rolling mills and  improvements to the 
scrap conveyor, alloy handling systems, ductwork, railroad tracks and 
cranes. Further investments will be made through the expansion of the 
existing baghouse, the acquisition of land and growth in the mill's special 
bar quality capabilities.  
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Mayodan, NC - Synergy Recycling, LLC, one of 
the Southeast’s largest recyclers of end of life   
electronics, today announced that it has acquired a 
new headquarters building and will update and    
acquire new processing equipment for converting 
used computers and other electronic equipment into 
recyclable metal and plastic. 
 
As part of the expansion, Synergy will move its 
headquarters from Mayodan, North Carolina to a 
134,000 square foot facility on 12 acres in nearby 
Madison, NC.  Construction of the new processing 
system has begun, and the plant should be in       
operation by July 2009.  “We are thrilled that     
Synergy has elected to stay in our community,” 
said Wade Taylor, Vice President of the           
Rockingham Partnership.  “Synergy’s record of 
growth and the jobs it provides make it a real catch 
for us.” 
 
Joe Clayton, Director of Marketing for Synergy, 
said, “We believe this is a great investment in the 
future of electronics recycling.  Synergy will have 
the most advanced systems for responsible          
recycling of electronic equipment.” 
 
The new processes also will provide a more      
thorough approach to handling the avalanche of 
televisions and computer monitors that are coming 
out of service.  Synergy currently handles a large 
volume of such materials in partnership with local 
and state governments throughout the Southeast.  

The new processing equipment will expand       
Synergy’s capacity to handle more of the millions 
of televisions that are expected to be recycled as 
television signals switch from analog to digital. 
 
The environmental benefits of the new processing 
system fit with Synergy’s long-term commitment to 
safe and responsible recycling.  In 2007 Synergy 
received the prestigious ISO 14001 Certification, 
an international recognition provided to companies 
that demonstrate compliance with a voluntary and 
rigorous set of environmental management stan-
dards adopted by the International Organization for 
Standardization, based in Geneva, Switzerland.  
Synergy also is in the final stages of being certified 
in OHSAS 18001, a companion to ISO 14001 for 
employee health and safety.  Synergy further plans 
to participate in the new RIOS / R2 certification 
program conducted by the Institute of Scrap        
Recycling Industries. 
 
In anticipation of this major expansion, Synergy re-
cently opened facilities in Roanoke and Suffolk, 
VA, and other locations are under consideration.

Brenda Holland’s commitment 
to improving Piedmont Technical College’s recycling   
program resulted in a 35 percent decrease in the amount 
of disposed material.” 
 
Coleman said Cecil Leviner of the Greater Greenville 
Sanitation Commission was named Solid Waste Director 
of the Year for his work toward waste reduction and         
recycling. 
 
The City of Rock Hill (more than 20,000 population) and 
the City of Seneca (less than 20,000 population) were 
honored as the Outstanding Municipal Waste Reduction 
and Recycling Programs. Sumter County (more than 
50,000 but less than 150,000 population) and Charleston 
County (more than 150,000 population) were named   
Outstanding County Waste Reduction and Recycling   
programs. 
 
The S.C. Department of Corrections (state agency), 
Shaw Air Force Base (federal facility) and the Medical 
University of South Carolina (college or university) were 
named Outstanding Waste Reduction and Recycling  
Programs in their respective categories. Lexington 
County was honored as the Outstanding Local          
Government Used Oil Recycling Program. 
 
Martha Young of North Myrtle Beach High School was 
named Recycling Teacher of the Year and Paige     
Anderson of Presbyterian College was named Recycling

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Gary Bilbro, Executive Director for the CRA has had several 
meetings with Private Compost companies in North Carolina.  
The topic of discussion for these meetings was to try and get a 
handle on the status of the DWQ issue as it relates to Compost 
facilities in NC. 
 
Noel Lyons from McGill presented his concerns regarding the 
lack of movement either way with this issue.  He stated that he is 
in favor of producing a meeting of all NC Stakeholders and come 
up with a concise message to present to the legislature in        
Raleigh.  Charles Rhine from Boone stated his concerns as to 
how this could affect any mulch producing company in NC.  He 
says there is no permit requirement for his type of facility today, 
but has been told that this DWQ regulation will put him out of 
business if he has to follow the guidelines of the new regulations. 
 
Brian Rosa has offered to help facilitate this meeting and would 
be willing to find a host location to hold the meeting.  Currently 
this is scheduled to be held at the Interfaith Food Shuttle in

Not 
only is it extremely important to capture these materials and 
reduce mercury pollution, it is also essentially required for 
non-households to keep fluorescent bulbs out of solid waste 
(for more information on the regulatory status of bulbs, see: 
http://www.p2pays.org/Fluorescent/regstatus.asp).    
  
In addition to taking care of bulbs generated in agency    
operations, local governments may also use the contract to 
help start public CFL collection programs. 
  
Please make sure your local government or agency is doing 
its part to divert spent fluorescent lights from disposal.  If
