More than 4.6 million tons of municipal solid waste
(MSW) was generated in South Carolina in Fiscal
Year (FY) 2005 (July 1, 2004 to June 30, 2005) — a
seven percent increase from the previous FY accord-
ing to figures released by the S.C. Department of
Health and Environmental Control (DHEC).
Of that amount:
- 1,222,098 tons, or 26.2 percent was recy-
cled. By comparison, 965,916 tons of about
22 .4 percent was recycled in FY 04;
227,031 tons, or 4.9 percent, was disposed
of at a waste-to-energy facility (incinerator)
in Charleston County; and
3,219,645 tons, or 68.9 percent, was dis-
posed of at MSW landfills.
The amount of MSW disposed of increased slightly
from 4.4 pounds per person per day (p/p/d) in FY04
to 4.5 p/p/d in FY05. This rate has changed little in
the past five years and remains above the state’s
goal of 3.5 p/p/d.

While the state fell short of the 35 percent recycling
goa and 3.5 p/p/d disposal goal for FY 05, the recy-
cling rate increased by 17 percent while the actual
MSW recycling tonnages increased by 27 percent
from FY 04 to FY 05.

The figures were based on reports completed by
county governments and compiled for DHEC. In
addition, while South Carolina narrowly defines
what can be included in its measured recycling rate,
it also is worth noting the total amount of solid
waste kept out of S.C landfills. More than 6.3 mil-
lion tons, or 45 percent of the total solid waste gen-
erated, was recycled in FY05. That figure is up from
last year's total recycling rate of 41.5 percent. The
6.3 million tons recycled reflects an increase of 26
percent.

Re-TRAC (the new data management system that will
be used to capture S.C. recycling data annually) train-
ing sessions are scheduled for June 27" and 28" with
all recycling coordinators being urged to attend. All
costs associated with the Web-based program are be-
ing paid by DHEC. A computer (preferably with Win-
dows XP, but earlier versions will work) and internet
connection are all that isrequired to use the new sys-
tem.

The 4™ annual 2006 Recycling Coordinators Work-
shop isbeing planned for August 23-25 in Columbia.

As one of
the largest state recycling associations in North Amer-
ica, we currently assist over 500 recycling businesses,
industrial professionals, governments, and other or-
ganizations in our two-state region — and we're grow-
ing!”

The conference brought together people in all
phases of recycling, and it served us well, with impor-
tant contacts for our future commitment to promoting
recycling in the Swannanoa Valley.

We set up our exhibit and attended sessions on
specific topics in recycling. As we visited other ex-
hibitors, we collected helpful information from each,
and met the people we will be communicating with in
future research into recycling advocacy.

Apple Computer will Recycle Old Macs for
FREE

Apple Computer Inc. will soon adopt an environ-
mentally friendly twist for buyers of new Macintosh
computers by offering to recycle their old com-
puters for free. The Cupertino-based company said
its expanded take-back offer will begin in June.
U.S. customers who buy a new Mac through the
Apple store online or any Apple retail store will
receive free shipping and recycling of their old ma-
chines.

Currently, Apple retail stores accept old iPod music
players for free recycling. In addition, Cupertino
residents may drop off old Macs at company head-
quarters, while others pay a $30 recycling fee to
drop off or ship their computers. Environmental
advocacy organizations that have criticized Apple®
recycling initiatives in the past applauded the com-
puter maker® expanded program, saying it is now
closer in line with those of other PC makers, nota-
bly Hewlett-Packard Co. and Dell Inc.

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Habitat for Humanity of Wake County
Promotes Green Building «asieves

Habitat for Humanity of Wake County participates
in “green building” by constructing homes that are
energy efficient and by providing a market of sur-
plus and salvaged building materials for sale through
our ReUse Center. “Green building” can be defined
as High Performance buildings that offer superior
performance in a variety of areas, including func-
tionality, energy and water efficiency, quality of the
indoor environment, waste management and air
emissions, site disturbance and storm water manage-
ment, transportation options for occupants, and sus-
tainability without necessarily increasing capital
costs.t

Since July 2005, all homes constructed by Wake
County Habitat for Humanity adhere to the Ad-
vanced Energy System Vision standards. “ Advanced
Energy® System Vision initiative helps building
professionals improve the durability, energy effi-
ciency, and environmental impacts of a house while
emphasizing the health, comfort, and safety of the
occupants.”2 All affordable housing included in the
North Carolina System Vision program carries a
heating and cooling bill guarantee. Average monthly
heating and cooling guarantees range from $16-$36
per month, with most falling between $20-$25. Ac-
cording to the North Carolina Housing Coalition?,
48.7% of low-income households with cost prob-
lems (cannot afford housing at Fair Market rent)
spend more than 30% of their income on housing
and utilities. Through the System Vision program,
Habitat of Wake County is constructing energy effi-
cient homes that are affordable to build and afford-
able for the families that live in them.

The Habitat ReUse Center affects the waste manage-
ment segment of green building by providing build-
ers an opportunity to reduce construction waste,
simultaneously creating a market for reused building
materials. The Habitat ReUse Center sells new and
used building materials to the public at discounted
prices, while generating revenue to build Habitat
homes. Contractors, remodelers, residents, and
building supply companies can donate excess build-
ing materials that would otherwise end up in the
landfill. It also provides them with a place to pur-
chase salvaged materials for new construction and

remodeling jobs, reducing the demand for virgin mate-
rials. The ReUse Center diverted approximately 2,000
tons of construction and demolition debris and furni-
ture from the landfill in the past year alone.

Contractors, architects, or designers building under the
LEED certification program (Leadership in Energy
and Environmental Design) or for the N.C. Healthy
Built Homes Program can earn credit for using sal-
vaged and/or reused materials. The LEED Green
Building Rating System® is a voluntary, consensus-
based national standard for developing high-
performance, sustainable buildings.

In the LEED Program, one can earn up to four points
and accomplish two credits by utilizing the Habitat for
Humanity ReUse Center as aresource. Contractors can
shop and use materials from the ReUse Center, earning
a Material Resource credit for Resource Reuse. In this
program credit, the intent is to use building materials
and products which are salvaged, refurbished, or re-
used in order to reduce the demand for virgin materi-
als. This reduces waste and simultaneousdly reduces
impacts associated with the extraction and processing
of virgin resources.

The second Material Resource Credit that can be ac-
complished utilizing the ReUse Center is Construction
Waste Management. The intent of this credit is to re-
cycle and/or salvage at least 50% of construction,
demolition, and land clearing debris from landfill dis-
posal. The ReUse Center provides an alternative to the
landfill for usable construction waste.

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L eague of Woman Voters (LWV) Moore

County—claim recycling “firsts.”

League of Women Voters-Moore County - claim re-
cycling "firsts".

1) In October, the LWV-MC teamed up with Keep
Moore County Beautiful to add 4 days to their three
days a year of "Mixed paper" recycling collections. At
their first collection they topped the previous record
with 4,400 Ibs and the following month set a new re-
cord of 5,620 Ibs. collected by the county. In Febru-
ary, the collection was 8,920 Ibs. an al time high in
over 5 years. The Lwv did alot of presenting of infor-
mation and passing out schedules. We are set up to
have this collection every other month for the next 12
months.

2) Students from The O®leal School had been helping
KMCB with the mixed paper collection and doing a
marvelous and enthusiastic job over the past five
years. However, no public school students had ever
participated. The LWV solicited and four public
schools participated in these past 8 months with 29
students, in addition to the continuing participation of
40 private school students. And believe me; we
needed every bit of those young muscles to lift the
paper and cardboard into the bin.

3) There has never been any recycling collection at
the fairs, festivals or town special events. For the first
time the LWV with KMCB, the Town of Southern
Pines, and the Business Association of Southern Pines
will have recycling bins for plastic and cans at the
Springfest at the end of this month.

4) Moore County has never collected plastic. Begin-
ning April 1, there will be a plastic bin for 1-
7 plastic at one of their recycling sites. We hope
to publicize this to make it a permanent bin and
to even have another one added at another site.
5) KMCB is working with municipalities to
supply portable recycling bins with recycling
bags for special events. Kiwanis and a private
organization have asked to use these for recy-
cling at their baseball and bridge events.

Resear cher s Develop Foot-Friendly Paving M ate-
rial From Recycled Tires

A new material for paving recreation trails could
step up recycling of rubber from automotive tires, as
well as cushion the activities of joggers, walkers and
bicyclers. And it® less expensive than other rubber-
ized paving materials currently on the market, re-
searchers announced on May 21, 2006. The rubber-
ized pavement for exercise trails and paths has been
developed through extensive laboratory study and
multiple field tests using varying compositions. The
work was done by Dr. Amme, his graduate student
Haifeng Ni, and William E. Meggison of Meggison
Enterprisesin Brush, Colorado.

Their research paper, "Field Testing of Asphalt Rub-
ber/Rubber Aggregate as a Surfacing Material for
Recreational Trails," will be presented at the Asphalt
Rubber 2006 Conference in Palm Springs, Calif., in
October 2006. Their mixture of asphalt, ground-up
tire rubber, and a chemical modifier is softer and
more resilient for pedestrian traffic than traditional
concrete or asphalt, but firm enough for bicycle rid-
ing. It® aready drawn some commercial interest.
The University of Denver has filed for a patent,
which is pending.

2006 Ed Hurley Memorial Paper Recycling Award
Presented to Mr. Joel Ostroff of Macon County, NC by the
American Forest & Paper Association

WASHINGTON, DC, April 12, 2006 - The American Forest & Paper Association (AF& PA) today announced
that Mr. Joel Ostroff of Macon County, North Carolina has received the 2006 Ed Hurley Memoria Paper Recy-
cling Award. The award recognizes an individual who has had a significant and positive influence in advocating

paper recycling.

In 1990, with the assistance of a part-time instructor, Mr. Ostroff organized and established the Terraphile Soci-
ety at Brevard Community College. The student-based environmental organization was so successful that by
1993 the College was recycling 10,000 pounds of newspapers and nearly 5,000 pounds of office paper each
month. The Terraphile Society also became actively engaged in public education and outreach. Asaresult of its
college-wide efforts, the Terraphile Society became the most successful collegiate environmental group in Flor-
ida, winning awards from the State of Florida Education Department, numerous environmental groups and the
U.S. Environmental Protection Agency’s WasteWise program.

After hisretirement from Brevard Community College, Mr. Ostroff began his career as Macon County’s Recy-
cling Coordinator. In the five years he has served in this position the paper recycling rate has increased by ap-
proximately 35 percent. He has enrolled the five largest schoolsin the county in a paper recycling program,
and plans to incorporate the remaining schools in 2006. Working with local volunteer agencies and the Job
Corps, he annually holds an educational fair and a poster contest to emphasize the importance of paper recycling.

The AF&PA Recycling Awards were created to recognize outstanding individual, business, community and
school paper recycling efforts. 1n 2005, a record-high 51.5 percent of the paper consumed in the U.S. was recov-
ered for recycling. AF&PA has set an ambitious goal of 55 percent recovery by 2012. It isonly through the
continued efforts of the millions of Americans who recycle at home, work and school that this goal will be
achieved.

Through his work at Smurfit-Stone Container Corporation, and histireless service to AF&PA, Ed Hurley was
actively involved in the paperboard, containerboard, and recycling industries for 35 years. Mr. Hurley was a
staunch advocate for paper recycling, and the award in his name is given to an individual similarly committed to
promoting paper recycling.
